Things you should know!

Why do engine coolants have to be changed? 
Corrosive molecules result from the degradation of the ethylene glycol con-
tained in the coolant and the gradual degradation of the additives and inhi-
bitors. � is degradation is caused by the high temperatures occurring in the 
engine cooling system. � at is why the coolant in a vehicle has to be changed 
regularly after 3–4 years.

Can engine coolants be discharged into the sewers if an oil separator 
is used? 
NO. � is would constitute an off ense under waste disposal legislation and 
punishment could follow.

Can engine coolant concentrates be used undiluted? 
NO. All engine coolant concentrates must be mixed with water. Only in this 
way can the required protection be guaranteed. An undiluted coolant product 
would not remove enough heat from the engine, resulting in overheating of 
the engine. Undiluted concentrates can also freeze in the winter.

In what ratio should Glysantin® be mixed with water? 
When Glysantin® products are being used, we recommend diluting Glysantin® 
with water at a ratio of 50:50 (-40 °C) or 40:60 (-25 °C), to ensure optimum 
protection against freezing and corrosion. No more than 60 % Glysantin® 
should be used. 

Can “normal” faucet water be used for diluting the coolant? 
Clean water with hardness values of 0–20°dH on the German hardness scale 
(1°dH = 0.1783 mmol/l) can be used to dilute the coolant without any problem. 
If the water is any harder, it is advisable to mix it with distilled water.

How important are vehicle manufacturers’ recommendations? 
Automobile manufacturers do not “recommend” engine coolants; they only issue 
clearance or offi  cial approvals for use. You should therefore pay attention to the 
clearances and approvals that have actually been issued when you are purcha-
sing coolant.

How long do Glysantin® products remain usable? 
In the original sealed containers: at least 3 years from the date of manufacture.
In the vehicle, i.e. diluted with water: you should follow the advice given by the 
vehicle manufacturer.

Is Glysantin® harmful? 
Glysantin® contains glycol/ethanediol and is harmful if swallowed. Avoid contact 
with skin and eyes. Keep out of the reach of children. If swallowed, seek medical 
advice immediately and show the container or label.

 When carrying out repairs, always replace the coolant in 
 its entirety; flush and clean the cooling system first!

 In the case of vehicles that are more than six years old, it is 
 advisable to replace the coolant every three to four years!

 Engine coolant provides year-round protection

 Never mix coolants based on different technologies!

 Use clean water!

 Always heed the vehicle manufacturer’s instructions!

 Always observe the correct mixing ratio!
